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was designed to help young girls between the ages of 13-18 overcome everyday challenges that would pre-
vent them from achieving their life goals. This new ministry provides a safe haven for young girls who desire to work on
self-esteem and self-worth, learning about the great potential and purpose they were born with. Our motto, “My Girls” is
Mentoring Young Girls Implementing Respect, Love and Support. We have begun a 13-week program, called “Saving
My Heart,” which offers workshops on etiquette, abstinence and health-related issues through “Rap It Out” sessions and
video presentations. Each participant will have the opportunity to express themselves through the “Creative Me Arts”
dance and drama productions.
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Sheila is originally from New York City and by faith relocated to Greenville with her husband. She is a mother of four
daughters, gospel recording artist, author, pastor and conference speaker. Her heart is to help others understand their
strengths and weaknesses by helping them move from pain to power. Sheila has been a blessing in planting the “My
Girls” ministry in partnership with us. She teaches and mentors these young girls that the Lord has entrusted to us for
such a time as this.
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My Girls is up and doing well. We are now in our 3rd month of this program. We meet every Wednesday-Friday. | re-
member the first day we started with our first group of girls. As they entered the room, the expressions on their faces
appeared to have that questionable look of “Here we go again - another program!” Little did they know this was a new
experience for me as well, being a new resident of Greenville, NC. But they quickly realized it was so much more than
they had anticipated. And they were so excited as we made our way to the kitchen in the Moyewood Community Center
to bake our first cake! Group activities such as these allow the girls to work together and share in doing projects that
offer them the opportunity to participate in family activities within their own home. We experience wonderful rap ses-
sions, video presentations and we are working on a special play related to abstinence. Our Etiquette Hour allows the
girls to learn the principles of good manners along with other great things every girl should know. But most importantly --
during one of our meetings, | explained what biblical salvation really is, and all eight of the girls dedicated or rededicated
their lives to Jesus Christ. PTL!

We teach our girls to not just be receivers, but givers as well. On January 13th, My Girls took to the streets of their com-
munity and joined the Lord’s Church Lifeline Ministries’ monthly outreach in distributing food to those in need. This was
an awesome day for them as they participated in their community and presented themselves as young role models.
Truly, it is a very heartfelt feeling when you actually recognize the difference this program is making in the lives of these
young girls. It's all about potential, hope, destiny, and purpose - building up the inner man and changing our heartbeat to
the heartbeat of God. We are helping to make a difference and giving direction to these young girls, pointing them to the
One who gives life, love, and hope.
